Determining How Much Seed and Fertilizer to Buy

The most precise way to determine how much seed and fertilizer to buy is to start by measuring the area to
be seeded—total square footage less any non-lawn areas such as house, walkways, flower beds, etc.

Home: A half-acre lot is 21,780 square feet. A quarter-acre lot is 10,890 square feet. Whatever the size of the
lot, remember to subtract the square footage of the home’s “footprint,” driveway, patio, flowerbed, etc,, as
shown above.

Soccer Field: Dimensions of the actual playing field range from 100 yards by 50 yards (minimum) to 130
yards by 100 yards (maximum). So a small soccer field could be 45,000 square feet while a large field could
be up to 117,000 square feet.

Football Field: Dimensions of the actual playing field are 53 yards by 100 yards or 47,700 square feet.
